VMU AND ROSEDALE! TheCity of Austin
recentlypassed resolutioncreatinga Vertical Mixed
Use (VMU) Overlay District along Core Transit
Corridors.VMU zoningallows for layeredcommercial
andresidentialusein a singlebuilding in orderto
supporthigherdensitydevelopmentin Rosedale,
38th Street,LamarBlvd, and BurnetRoad (north of
45th) havebeendesignatedhs Core TransitCorridors.

On June4, the RNA SteeringCommitteesubmitted
our recommendationfor VMU and bonusincentives
to the City. We recommendedemovingtwo
propertiesfrom the VMU Overlay District: 1212 W.
38" which is on a residentialstreet,and Waterloo
Icehousewhich hasa long historyin our
neighborhoodOptional bonusincentivesfor VMU
developersncludeddimensionaktandardsseduced
commercialparking,and additionalground-flooruses.
We optedout on the parkingincentivesbut optedin
on dimensionalstandardsand additionalcommercial
uses.The City alsoaskedthe RNA to setaffordability
requirementgor a minimum of 10% of the VMU
rentalunits BRNA SC approveda 60% of median
family incomeaffordability level for thoseunits.

In addition,the RNA submitteda letter statingthat we
haveconcernsabouttraffic and parking generatedy
the additionaldensityallowedby VMU. We requested
traffic improvementdn areasthat may be impacted
by future developmentand recommendations/ere
madeto help mitigate any negativeeffectsof
commercialdevelopmenin propertiesthat abut
existing single family lots.

NEWS AND NOTES:

HAWKS INTHE‘HO OD - Rosedhle isnowhosting & least two negingpairsof Red Shouldered Hawks. They ae
raisng 3 nedlings each. Perhapsyouve heard them calling to each other overhead, with loud screeching calls. They
appear to hunt along Shoal Greek, and have also been seen in beckyards, tracking squirrds, toads, and occagonally adow
moving pigeon or dove. Hawksarea federally protected bird of prey whos dig consstsof mainly of snall rodents,
were fortunae to havethese natural predaorsas pat of our neighborhood!

For thisreaon, we woud like to ask our residentsto refrain from using toxins for any rodent problems. A reputable
company such as Chem-Free recommends the use of traps, as apoisonedrodent will mog likely de insddeyour wall or
you attic, presentingworse prodemsfor the homeowner. A rodent who hasbeen killed in atrap presents theadditiond
advantage of serving asa deerrent to othe rats. A rodent who hasbeen poinedwill often surface and becomean easy
med for hawks, owls, and ou own catsanddogs. If ahawk feeds a poisoned rat toits offspring the entire nest would be
killed sswell, soit'sespecially urgent to refrain from using such toxins duingthe ring nesting sason.

If you se aninjued hawk, please call Wildlife Rescue at472-WILD(9453). The volunteer who ansvered my questions
asked that | passalongtherequest to please place a bell on your outdoor cats becausethey causethemajority of
injuries For any other quedions please call Game Warden T urk Jones, at 254-534-4212 or T exas Paks & Wildifeat

We've beeninformed that the city's Forestry Department is planningto plant many new trees in Ramsey
Park this fall or winter. That'sgreatnews,sincewe all seeolder or diseasedreesdie off eachyear,andwe needthe
shade! We'realsolooking into having Tree Folks cometo one of our RNA meetingsto adviseresidentson tree
planting aroundour homes,so stay tunedfor more information on that.

It only takesa few momentsoutsideright now to know how many moesquitoes are herein Rosedaldooking for
blood donors. The populationof Asian Tiger mosquitoeds especiallyimmense but we cantake somestepsto try
and decreaseahem. Asian Tigers will breed in places that might seem unlikely, so take the time to look for
piles of dampleaves,cloggedgutters,holesin treesthat canhold water,andanythingelsethat canhold evena small
amountof water. Hopefully, we candecreaséheir numberssomewith thoseefforts.
